Attention all Liturgical Ministers (especially Altar Servers):

Please be aware that we have purchased a long stem brass taper with candle snuffer in order to light the candles at the altar, the ambo and the Easter candle. 

The taper is very easy to use but it does need to be handled with care.  
Please follow the following instructions:

1. At the credence table, light the wick of the taper.  To extend the wick out further, slide the stem handle up.
2. Light the two candles at the altar.
3. Light the two candles at the ambo (lectern).  FYI:  We will now always have two candles at the ambo.

4. Light the Easter Candle.  If you’re too short to reach it with the taper, please ask some one taller to help you.
5. Blow out the wick.  NEVER extinguish the wick by retracting it into the stem handle as this causes wax build up and blockage.
6. Return taper to stand next to the credence table.

After Mass:

1. Extinguish all candles using the snuffer side of the taper.  Resist the urge to blow out all the candles.  Use the snuffer instead, please.
