Family Life: Bereavement Group

The Bereavement Ministry of Mary Immaculate coordinates efforts to care for those who

are working through grief following the death of a loved one. The New Day Program (8 week

session) is designed to help each person work through the tasks of grief in an atmosphere of

caring and understanding. Support from others who have experienced similar situations is one

of the most helpful ways to move beyond the pain of grief towards healing. The number of

participants is limited in order to create a supportive environment for each person. The New
Day program is offered twice a year.

Monthly Bereavement meetings are held on the 4" Wednesday of each month at 7 pm
in the parish conference room. Jeanette Fey (972242-1305) facilitates these informal
gatherings.

Our ministry provides a meal for the family on the day of the funeral. The reception is
hosted in our parish hall and the meal is provided by volunteers from our parish. Our
ministry has four teams of volunteers, each team is assigned three months of the year.
This allows volunteers to have items on hand during the month they are assigned. We usually only have a day
or two to organize the meal. We also need volunteers to serve at the reception the day of the funeral. Jill
Haden (972-484-3265) is the coordinator of the volunteers.
